Bachelor's degree :
Based on the request of the faculty Council, the University Council grants a Bachelor's degree in Specific Education in one of the following specializations:
1- educational Technology (education technology, computer teacher)
2-Educational Media
3- Music Education
4- Home economics

Bachelor's degree

Article (4) 
Admission Requirements:
- The Student must have a high school certificate or an equivalent certificate to what the faculty Council requires annually from the required numbers of students annually for each division.
- To pass the required capacity tests for each division.
- Pass the personal tests and tests of fitness for the profession of teaching professionally and medically.
- Full-time study.
- The faculty may accept in the bachelor stage students who have a bachelor's degree or what is equivalent of graduates of faculties or institutes recognized by the Supreme Council of Universities, 
Article (5)

Divisions of study:
The new students are distributed to the first year on the following divisions:
1. education Technology
2- Educational Media
3- Music Education
4. Home economics
5 - students in the Division of Technology Education are distributed from the third division to two divisions:
Education Technology Division
- Computer Teacher Division
Article (6): 
Study and Examination System:
1-The duration of study to obtain the bachelor's degree is four years of study or eight semesters.
2- The university year corresponds to a specific study group. The academic year consists of two semesters of the first and second semesters, allowing the student to be enrolled in the second semester in the same academic year and in the same academic year.
.3-Each department of science at the faculty organizes annually scientific trip to each division and to visit the sectors of the application that relate directly to the nature of the specialized academic study of the Division.
4- The student is transferred to the next year if he is successful in all courses of the two semesters of the year he is restricted. If he failed in not more than two courses of his year and the lower division, the student will perform the exam in the course which he failed with the students of the class he is studying. While the students of the final year who are deposited in no more than  two courses, they have to examine it in the month of November and if repeated falling, they have to keep attending till examine in what they failed.
5- the faculty organizes a Field training on teaching in the appropriate schools for the students of the third and fourth year weekly, the training period connected to not less than two weeks at the end of the academic year for each of the third and fourth.
6- The field training in schools aims to prepare graduates to carry out the functions of vocational education as technically and administratively as required by the educational process, including orientation of the students professionally, educationally, psychologically and spiritually and psychologically and socially, and the faculty council based on the suggestions of the departments related to determining the means of investigation These goals.

7- The degree of the training course shall be set at 100 degrees in the academic year in each of the third and fourth classes, with 50 per semester distributed as follows (30 degrees) to the internal supervisor (faculty member from the university), (15) Education), (5 degrees) to the director or headmaster of the school.
8 – The field training  is estimated in all the third and fourth sections of four practical hours per day, and supervision of the field training group shall be through two supervisors to each group "one represents the educational side and the other is the specialist side.
9- Members of the administrative and technical supervision body shall receive a reward for supervision of the students in the field training at 4 hours weekly during the period of separate training and four hours of operation per day during the related training period.
10 - The students of the third and fourth year who failed in the course of the field training course shall stay for rexaminatination even if he is successful in all other courses and the student who fall in the field training course, can  reexamine  the courses in which he failed  in the second round.
11-The success of the student, whether in one subject or the total number of subjects is estimated by one of the following grades:
- Excellent:85% and more from the total grades.
- Very good:75% to less than 85% from the total grades
- Good 65% :to less than 75% from the total grades
- Pass:50% to less than 65from the total grades
- Poor: from 30% to less than 50% from the total grades
- Very poor: less than 30% from the total grades
12- The student is awarded the rank of honor if the grade of the cumulative year in the fourth is (Excellent) or (very good) not less than the grade of the previous years from very good.
13-The student shall be considered successful in the course if he holds at least fifty percent (50%) of the total number thereof, provided that he obtains 30% or more of the written or applied examination degree.
14-Students of the fourth year study the graduation project in specialization for four hours per week in the specializations listed in the study plan, and this project is not considered a material of failure, and add to the total number of grades and a class of 50 degrees
[bookmark: _GoBack]. 15-The faculty Council based on the request of the various academic departments' councils, prohibit the student from performing the exam in one or more courses if he is present in the presence of lectures, discussions, or infrastructural lessons, or field discipline less than 75% of the time allotted. If the student presents an excuse accepted by the faculty Council, he is absent in this course with a reasonable excuse. He must submit the excuse before completing the exams he apologizes for if this is not a forced excuse accepted by the College Council.
